What should I do if I want to take part in EITR programs?

2. Evaluation of candidate profile EITR. 

a. To take a Test of English / French. This test is necessary in order 
to determine the level of language abilities and education of the 

candidate. 
b. Personal interview to determine the applicant's professional 

expectations. In this interview, the applicant may suggest three 
countries where he or she would like to practice. 

 
3. Fill out the registration form, bring a photocopy of your ID and

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copy of and deposit 50 € / 100 € (depending on destination). 

4. Agree to the schedule of the course at the Head office (see 
information below). Pay 200 €. 

 
5. Pay the rest of amount at the end of the course (245 €) (as well as 

for Visa and administrative process, if the program is international). 
 

6. Make  the previous course (See the program course). 
 

7. To get the EITR diploma, you must submit a summary report to 
the faculty committee when you return from the program. 

 
 

This program includes a language course for internships in hotels or 

other companies. It can be done in person or online.

Learn about  hotel departments and organization: Basic Hospitality 

Course 
Learn about the area where students will do their trainee: Language 

Hospitality Course.

The "Language Hospitality Course" is different from the “Basic 

Course in Hospitality”: 
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- Student Profile- For studying “Basic Hospitality Course” (BHC) is 
compulsory to have a Degree in Tourism.  

- For studying “Language Hospitality Course” (LHC ) is compulsory to 
have a very good level of English. This is more focused on the 

languages while the Basic Course focuses on studying Hotels 
departments.

Frequently Asked Questions. 

 
 

 
When  can I go? 

 

We send students to do their internships year round, depending on 
the hotel’s availability. Therefore, we recommend starting the 

application process at least three months before the date of the 
beginning of the internship. 

 
Working hours depends on the internship program in which students 

are participating. Normally, working hours are from 35 to 40 hours 
per week, with two days off per  week. 

 
Destination: International Internships

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Accommodation:  

 
Varies depending on the destination. Some hotels provide 

accommodation and meals, but do not give compensation. 
Accommodation can be single or double. When accommodation is in 

the same hotel, the student will have full board included. In other 
cases, the student will have the meal in working hours. 

 
If there is no accommodation included, Pocket Money are available, 

depending on the hotel (between 400 and 500 € monthly). If 
accommodation is not included, EITR can help find suitable 

accomodation. 
In the case of the U.S., the payment would be about 850 €. 

Work insurance is included. 

 
Students can choose any destination and department that they wish. 

(The conditions depend on the destination and the company). 
 

 
In which department I will be working? 

 
The department will depend primarily on the level of language 

abilities, the experience of the student and the availability of the 
chosen hotel. 

 
The most common are front desk department, food and beverage 

department, housekeeping, marketing, etc ... 
 

What if I do not support the destination I selected? 

 
In some cases, upon your arrival, the hotel management may decide 

that they are not interested in your professional profile. In these 
cases, EITR will provide you with a new destination that suits to your 

career goals. 
 

What to do if I decide not to go? 
 

If you decide not to go, you must provide a reason. If its force 
majeure, we will change the date of departure. 

 
If you decide not to go after making your payment, you will be 
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refunded 50% of the total program (provided that the cancellation is 

at least 2 weeks before the departure date). 
 

EITR will be responsible for changing the destination if the hotel is at 
fault but is not responsible if the student is at fault. 

 
And once I finish the internship? 

 
To receive your diploma 

 
For the international diploma, students have to write an analysis of 

the entire training period and obtain  a favourable report from the 
director of the hotel or the company where they served their 

internship. 

During the entirety of their stay outside of Spain, each student will 
have a Personal Tutor to deal with any questions or concerns.
